Reason for Referral:
     Sabrina was referred for a psychoeducational evaluation to aid in determining appropriate educational placement and programming.  The referral was based on academic progress.  Her reading level was cited as about eighth grade and her math level at about eighth grade.  

Primary Language:

     A home language survey before evaluation indicated the primary language of the home as English, and the primary language of the student as English.

Racial/Ethnic/Cultural/Language Background: 

     Sabrina does not exhibit a handicapping condition that is primarily the result of her racial/ethnic/cultural /language background.  Accommodations in this area would appear unnecessary for evaluation and programming.

Economic/Educational Disadvantage:

     Sabrina has a history of school truancy and alternative type programming which could lead to consideration of educational disadvantage.  She is fifteen years old but has only completed eighth grade.  While this factor is difficult to completely rule out, it is minimized by the use of grade norms for the last year of school that Sabrina completed in determining the discrepancy necessary for special education eligibility.  Based on this, there is no evidence of significant educational disadvantage.

Vision and Hearing:

     Sabrina passed her vision and hearing screening. 

Medical/Developmental History:

Records indicate an unremarkable medical/developmental history related to the purpose of this evaluation.

Background Information:

 
Sabrina last attended Safford Middle School in eighth grade.  Sabrina has completed eighth grade.  Sabrina did not indicate any history of special education services.  There were no previous public school or County detention psychoeducational evaluations available.   MERGEFIELD HIST3 Diagnostic testing indicated her intellectual functioning in the average range, reading at eighth grade, and math at eighth grade level.

Interview/Test Behavior:

     Sabrina was cooperative during testing.  No serious emotional factors were exhibited during testing.  Her attention span was adequate for the tasks presented to her in the testing situation.  It is felt that the test results are an accurate and reliable estimate of Sabrina's present functioning.

Classroom Observation:

     Sabrina was observed while working independently.  Her behavior was appropriate for the situation.  She was on task most of the time and followed directions most of the time.  There was no evidence of behaviors that would interfere with the instructional situation.  This would be expected given the structured nature of the situation.  

Assessment Scores:

     WISC III
     The WISC III provides a global measure of intelligence.  It is comprised of two main scales, Verbal and Performance.  The Verbal scale includes subtests, which measure receptive and expressive language, verbal comprehension, knowledge of social conventions, and short-term auditory/sequential memory.  The Performance scale includes subtests which are primarily visual, visual/spatial, and hands-on.  The Verbal scale measures verbal and auditory skills while the Performance scale de-emphasizes language and is primarily visual.

Multilevel Academic Survey Test
     The MAST is used to obtain a normative score of the student's grade associated performance.  The test results compare students to other students for purposes of establishing the current level of educational performance and identification of academic needs.  Interpretation of test results is similar to that of the WJ-R, PIAT, Keymath, and K-TEA.  The norm sample included a large proportion of students from the Southwest and included mildly handicapped students.  Grade norms are used for Standard Scores and Percentiles.

Multilevel Academic Skills Inventory
     The MASI is a series of criterion-referenced tests designed to identify specific strengths and weaknesses in basic skills.  Testing is individualized for each student based on the levels achieved in testing on the MAST above.  Similar to the Brigance and Enright, the results from the MASI are directly related to the goals and objectives necessary for the student's program.  In addition, the MASI's specific level tests are directly keyed to classroom instruction and are in similar formats to classroom assessments including criteria for acceptable performance (CAP).

Educational Diagnosis:


Sabrina does not seem to qualify for special education services at this time.

     Sabrina does not seem to qualify as a learning disabled student since the discrepancy between her expected and actual performance is not significant.  She does not seem to qualify as an ED student since her behavioral difficulties have not resulted in academic deficiencies.

Least Restrictive Environment:

     It is recommended that a multidisciplinary conference be convened to review the current evaluation results, determine eligibility, and ascertain the most appropriate and least restrictive placement for Sabrina for the academic year.

Educational/Behavioral Recommendations:

     Reading
     Based upon administration of the MAST and MASI, Sabrina is reading at about the eighth grade level and comprehending at the eighth grade level.  She has no basic skill difficulties.

     Math
     Based upon administration of the MAST and MASI, Sabrina is at the eighth grade level.  Her basic computation and reasoning skills are adequate.  She needs additional instruction in fraction operations.

Language Arts
     Based on administration of the MASI Sabrina is at the eighth grade level.  She does not need additional instruction in language arts.

Assistive Technology

Based upon current assessment results, observations, and parent and teacher input, Sabrina’s need for assistive technology to increase, to maintain, or to improve functional communication capabilities was considered.  At this time, the determination is that Sabrina does not require assistive technology in order to be involved in and to progress in the general curriculum.

     Behavior
     Sabrina does not need special behavioral interventions in the classroom.  Her program should be structured to foster academic performance.

Summary:

     Sabrina is a fifteen year, four month old student with a history of poor academic achievement.  Current test results indicate Sabrina is functioning in the average range of intellectual ability.  Based upon grade norms and her last year completed in school (eighth), she is performing at about expected levels in the academic areas.  

     Her behavioral problems do not require special education interventions.  The objectives outlined above should be considered at the multidisciplinary conference in determining the most appropriate placement for Sabrina.
